Arts and Sclences of Ancient Egypt.
HULDA M, BEERS.

Recent discoveries show that Egypt is
not so far behind the boasted eivilization
of the ninteenth century, as one would
suppose,

When we consider that all the arts and
sciences of the present day are the result
of centuries of culture, is it not marvel-
ous that Egypt shounld have been so far
advanced. Let us look at some of her
arts and sciences.

Of the arts architecture heads the list,
Their temple walls were adorned with
paintings and seulptures which had both
a decorative and commemorative purpose.

The climate of the country afforded ex-
cellent means of symbolizing their re]lg
ion in material forms of art.

They believed in life after death, -and
therefore built lasting tombs that remnin
to this day as solid as the rock on which
they were built. The pyramids are a
specimen of their architecture, as u place
for the burial of the dead.

There is reason to suppose that the
kings of Egypt built the pyramids in
their own honor thus providing both a
tomb and a lasting monument for them-
selves. For this object they secured all
they could during their whole lifetime.

If the reign of a king was long and
peaceful he had a large pyramid, but
if it waa short, or disturbed by wars, his
monument would be of much smaller
size.

Until recent years the largest of
these colossal structures were thought to

have no opening, but one was found hid-

den far beneath the hill of sand which
had blown over and completely cutered
up a large portion of the base,

‘This pyramid, whose base eove;ed_t_:hi‘r-
teen acres of grol.uid, is solid stone. ex-
cept a hollow space or room in the centre,
which was without doubt a sepulehier,
thongh no body was found in the smne
sarcaphagus placed there, ‘

Hieroglyphic inseriptions covered t.lne
outer surface.

The Egyptians wrote their histofféa in
bright colored paiut on ceilings sud \vall_,ﬂ,
or chisseled them on the stope columul
of their palaces and temples. All four
sides of their obolisks were covered ml.h
hieroglyphie inseriptions,

The obolisk standing in Central Park,
constructed in these past ages by
Thotmes ITI. and brought tothis counizy
from the banks of the Nile, gives ns a
fair iden of their style of architectuze an.d
inseriptions,

The chief characteristic of Egyphau
architectare is its massiveness. Even in
ruins their monuments are the grandest
on the earth. The columns still stand-
ing at Karnac, and the rows of Sphynxes
are the wonder of the world. Thuy pro-
cured muchof their material from quarries
hundreds of miles away, and floa'sd the
gigantie blocks of stone on rafts ‘down
the Nile to the place where needed. The
art of embalming the dead, whwh was
praticed by this nacion, is an art’ Icmt fo
modern times, We must confess, uﬂ:er
examining the mummies from this land of
the dead, as seen in the Metropolitan
Museum in Central Park, N.Y., that they
were wonderfully suceessful in arreqt-
ing decay.

Thesg' people had two langungeu lha
classical, or hzeroglyphn and the. Damo-
tic or common; therefure all their publie
documents and publications had to be
put in two languages so that all conld
understand.,

They early “possessed a ntaruture of
their own. The oldest book on record,
called the ““Book of the Dead,” was dis
covered in one of these tomba, This hook
was written on papyrus, and in it are
c¢ontained the questions which would. be
asked of the dead before they eould enter
their future state, This book B.how.ﬂ that
they early had a nice distinclion of right
and wrong and a sure belief in the im-
mortality of the soul.

It seems to date nearly 38000 B C.
The oldest novel in existence was also
found among Egyptian ruins.

They were also very musical in- their
taste, and had a great variety of musical
instruments, harps of various kinda,
Iyres, guitars, and many other strlnged
instruments. Wi,
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"'They used the trumpet and drum in
battle. "

+These Ancient Egyptians also carried
the art of weaving to a high degree of
perfection.

‘They made linen so fine asnot to be
stirpasged in this by any other nation ;
their' pottery was excellent, and they
knew how to glaze it, they also manufac-
tiifed  glass and porcelain ware.

They showed very good taste and skill
in mdking furniture, metal and alabaster
vessels, arms and domestic implements.

-Beience was also far advanced in this
atrsient' land before the time of Abraham,
sltbough the priesthood had all the
knowledge. The word priest here does
not medn an ecclesiastic, as we now use
thé word.

* They were the learned class, the phil-
osophets, scientists and physcians,

. Pligne priests had an immense power
over the people ; they not only were the
leartiéd men, but they made the laws
and had the government entirely in their
hands ; and the king, as well as the rest
of the people, had to abide by their de-
cision,

. They were greatly.advanced in mathe-
matics, astronomy, and it is supposed
that the Greeks learned a great deal of
thess seiences from this nation.

“In'mechanical science also they had
made great advance as can be proven
from their architecture,

there were 20,000 cities in the valley of
the Nile.
