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MORE SHARKS TAKEN
IN NEARBY WATERS

Large Specimens Caught Off
Jersey and Long Island Coasts
and Many Others Seen.

GOVERNMENT JOINS HUNT

Bounty for Man-Eaters Proposed—
Matawan Boy's Body Scars Show
Fish's Mouth 14 Inches Wides.

™Whila the sharks which hawve been
seen in Matawan Creek, . J., where
two bathers were killed and one malmad
on Wednesday, have not been scathed
so far by the intensive hunt for them
fi the narrow stream, several large
sharks wore caught yesterday along tho
Kew Jersey coast not far from the
mouth of the ereek, and in Wwiklera nedt

Long Island.

One or more of the man-eaters may
be among them, Cutting them open s
not likely to shew whether they have
attacked men. In only one of the cases

has a shark remeved a lhmb from a
vietim, and then It is belleved that tha
fish took only the flesh. Thelr faws
and teeth are not strong enough to vite
through bone, acrording to students of
sharka, though they are atle, as in the
cuke of George Bruder, to take off &
leg. A shark can do this by ©l ping
ine flesh away from the bone and snap-
ping the bone with a rling of Ita head.
The body of Lester Stilwell, the 10-
yvear-old boy whose body disappeared
after a sherk atinelted him in Matowan
Creek on Wednesdiay, was found o be
Bbitten in seven places after iU rosec Lo
the surfrce yesterday. The shark at
each bite hoad I‘I?ped away f{lesh, bul
his teeth had only scraped the bonaef.
Four of the bites were on the body,
t;f-.'g on the left leg mnd one on the
rlght.
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Meuth Fourteen Inches Wide.

_An examination of the body of Stanley
Fisher, who was mortally bitten in

Matawan Creek on the same day,
showed that the teeth of the ahark had,
clinched on the bene of his right thigh, |
but had glanced off, leaving several |
seratenes. A measurement of the wound |
ghowed that the distance between the
teeth on the left and on the right side
of the ghark’s mouth was lourtechn
inches, indicating that the man-cater
was probably constderably more than
nine foet in lenﬁth_ which Is the esti-
mate of those who saw It

A Coast Guard cutter will tpm-hahl:.r be |
sent today to the vicinity of the mouth
of Matanwan Creek and other beaches
where the man-eaters have been active. !
This was =zxonounced at Washington|
after a Cabinet meeting at which the
subject was discus=zed. asslatant Seecre-
tery of the Treasury Newton sald that:
the Coast Guard would first try to:
establish whether there were actually
large numbers of sharks menacing the
Jereey Coast, or whother only a lew
voracious fish from Southern walers
had made thelr way north. If it ia
found that the man-eaters are preacnt
in numbers, Mr. Newton said there was
little hope that Coast Guard cutters or
a patrol of meterboats could accomplish
anvthing, ¥Wo definlte plan has lbeen
worked out, Secretary of Commerce
Redfield told the Cablnet that the
Bureau of Fisherles has been unable to
offer any sclentifle explanation of the
pnprecedented attaok on human beings
by sharks in cold waters.

ghaork Caught In Dloefish Net.

The blggest shark caught yesterday
was one measering more than eight feat
and welghing 200 pounds which was
taken by Captain Paul Tarnow and a
erew of three men after a long struggle
about a mile off Belford, M. J. The
shark had followed a school of bluefish
inte the pet and got himself enmeshed

The big figh thrashed furious] ,hﬁm
was stunned with eclubs and boathooks
and finally lifted into the boat. Twelve
small sharks were found In the stomach.

The ghark was of a blulsh color with a |

measures apgainst sharks were Known,
and ihat baihers ought to stuy in shal-
low water inside the breakers and Hecep
away from inlets oand channels while
the shark-caiching campaign was golng
on.

study them in tropleal waters.

Bevond the use of wire netting and
the hunting of man-eatera, Dr. Lax
sald he knew of no remedy for the shaw
seourge, e sald that ha could adviasy
bathers of no way to defend themselves
except to frighten the sharks. .

Dr. Lucas sald there had been some 1
misunderstanding of his expressions as
to ths hablts of sharks. He did not say
that sharks never attack men—he only
gald such attmacks were rare. His studjes,
he said, had revealed only one fairly
well authenticated case in & great many
vears, and in that instance the man was
not kilted.

Calls This Shark Year.

“ The nearest I can come to account=
ing for the sudden preying of these
flshes,” he went on, "l to say that
this is a * shark year,” just as we have
butterfly years and army worin years.

“ As for the theory that some hove
advanced that a school of glant tur-|
tles has been storm-carried into these |
witers and lg responsible for the devas-
tation, the nature of the injuries Lo the
wvictims disposes of that supposition.
Turtles have no such Learing apparatud g
as would be needed to do the ripping

| The shark, on the olher hand, has
powerful, sharp, serrated teeth, which
inflict the ugliest of wounds., Swordd
or spears made of theasz teeth, which
one finds in the New Hebrldes, are 50
sharp it iz difficult even to handle
them without cuitlng one's self, The
shark's teeth, while thelr several rowsa
jara powerful and dangerous, are not
wall set. For this reason thers are
usually several Euued out when a shark
| takes the hook.
